However,
rising election costs raise serious concerns regarding unequal competition, misuse of money power, and the
influence of wealthy donors on political decision-making. This paper examines the relationship between
political parties, candidates, and election expenditure with special reference to democratic governance. It
analyzes the legal framework governing election expenditure, sources of campaign finance, spending limits,
and mechanisms for monitoring and accountability. The study further explores how excessive expenditure
affects electoral fairness, voter behavior, and political transparency.

Using secondary data, election commission reports, and relevant case studies, the paper highlights
key challenges such as unaccounted spending, electoral corruption, and loopholes in regulatory
enforcement. The findings suggest that effective regulation of election expenditure is essential to ensure free
and fair elections, strengthen public trust, and promote inclusive democratic participation. The paper
concludes with policy suggestions for improving transparency, enforcement mechanisms, and ethical
political financing.

Introduction:

Elections form the cornerstone of
democratic governance, providing citizens with
the opportunity to choose their representatives
and participate in the political decision-making
process. In modern democracies, however, the
conduct of elections has increasingly become
resource-intensive. Election expenditure has
emerged as a critical factor influencing electoral
competition,  political ~ participation,  and
democratic  fairness. Political parties and
individual candidates depend heavily on financial

resources to organize campaigns, communicate

with voters, mobilize supporters, and utilize
media platforms (Election Commission of India)
The growing cost of elections has raised
serious concerns regarding the influence of
money power on democratic processes. Excessive
and unregulated election expenditure often leads
to unequal competition, favoring well-funded
political ~ parties and  candidates  while
marginalizing smaller parties and independent
contestants. This imbalance challenges the
principle of political equality, which is
fundamental to democratic systems. Moreover,
high election spending increases the risk of

corruption, illegal funding, and the wuse of
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unaccounted money, thereby undermining public
trust in electoral institutions (Banerjee, A.,
&Pande, R.- 2007).

Recognizing these challenges, democratic
states have introduced legal and regulatory
frameworks to control election expenditure and
ensure transparency and accountability. These
regulations typically include expenditure limits,
disclosure

requirements, and  monitoring

mechanisms administered by election
management bodies. Despite such measures,
enforcement remains a major challenge, and
loopholes in campaign finance laws continue to
be exploited(Ohman, M. -2013).

In this context, the present study
examines election expenditure and democratic
processes with a focus on the role of political
parties and candidates. It seeks to analyze the
nature of election spending, existing regulatory
mechanisms, and their implications for electoral
fairness and democratic integrity. By exploring
the relationship between money, politics, and
democracy, the paper aims to highlight the need
for effective regulation and ethical political
financing to strengthen democratic governance

(Kumar, A. -2019).

Rationale of the Study:

The increasing cost of elections has
become a major challenge for democratic systems
across the world. Excessive election expenditure
by political parties and candidates often leads to
unequal competition, misuse of money power,
and declining public trust in electoral processes.
Despite the existence of legal provisions to
regulate campaign finance, violations and
loopholes continue to undermine the effectiveness
of these regulations (Palshikar, S., Suri, K. C.,
&Yadav, Y. -2014).

In this context, the present study is
undertaken to examine the nature and impact of

election expenditure on democratic processes.

The study seeks to analyze the role of political
parties and candidates in election financing and to
assess the effectiveness of existing regulatory
mechanisms. Understanding these issues 1is
essential for strengthening electoral integrity,
promoting political equality, and ensuring free
and fair elections (Norris, P. -2014)

Objectives of the Study:

1. To examine the nature and pattern of election
expenditure incurred by political parties and
candidates.

2. To analyze the impact of election expenditure
on democratic processes and electoral
fairness.

3. To study the existing legal and regulatory
framework governing election expenditure.

4. To assess the role of political parties and
candidates in election financing.

5. To identify challenges and loopholes in the
regulation of election expenditure.

6. To suggest measures for strengthening
transparency and accountability in election

financing.

Hypotheses of the Study:

1. Election expenditure significantly influences
the fairness and competitiveness of
democratic elections.

2. Higher levels of election expenditure increase
inequality among political parties and
candidates.

3. Effective regulation of election expenditure
enhances transparency and accountability in
the electoral process.

4. Unregulated or excessive election spending
negatively affects public trust in democratic

institutions.

Methodology:
The present study is based on a
descriptive and analytical research design. It
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primarily relies on secondary data collected
from authentic and reliable sources. These include
reports of the Election Commission, government
publications, parliamentary documents, scholarly
books, research journals, and relevant articles
related to election expenditure and democratic
processes.

The study adopts a qualitative approach
to analyze the role of political parties and
candidates in election expenditure and to examine
the effectiveness of existing legal and regulatory
frameworks. Case studies and examples from
recent elections are used to support the analysis
wherever necessary.

The collected data are systematically
analyzed through content analysis and
comparative interpretation to identify key
issues, challenges, and implications of election
expenditure on democratic fairness and political
equality. The study is limited to understanding
broad trends and regulatory mechanisms and does

not involve primary survey data.

Analysis:

Election expenditure has become an
integral component of contemporary democratic
processes. Political parties and candidates incur
significant costs on election campaigns, including
public meetings, advertisements, social media
outreach, transportation, and organizational
activities. While such expenditure is necessary for
effective communication with voters, excessive
spending often creates an wuneven electoral
landscape.

The analysis reveals that well-funded
political parties and candidates enjoy a distinct
advantage over smaller parties and independent
candidates. This financial disparity affects
electoral competitiveness and undermines the
democratic principle of political equality. High
election expenditure also encourages the
involvement of corporate interests and wealthy

donors, increasing the risk of policy influence and
corruption.

Although regulatory frameworks such as
expenditure limits, disclosure requirements, and
monitoring mechanisms exist, their
implementation remains inconsistent. Loopholes
in reporting, indirect spending through party
machinery and the use of digital platforms make
effective monitoring difficult. As a result,
unaccounted and illegal expenditure continues to
influence election outcomes.

Furthermore, excessive election spending
has a direct impact on voter behavior. Aggressive
and expensive campaigns can overshadow policy-
based discourse, shifting electoral focus from
governance issues to publicity and image-
building. This trend weakens democratic

deliberation and reduces informed voter choice.

Recommendations:

1. Strengthening Enforcement Mechanisms:
Election authorities should be empowered
with stronger monitoring and enforcement
tools to ensure strict compliance with
expenditure limits.

2. Enhancing Transparency: Mandatory and
timely disclosure of election expenditure by
political parties and candidates should be
ensured to promote accountability.

3. Regulation of Political Funding Sources:
Clear guidelines should be implemented to
regulate and monitor sources of political
funding, including corporate and individual
donations.

4. Use of Technology in Monitoring: Digital
tracking systems and real-time reporting
mechanisms can help in detecting violations
of election expenditure rules.

5. Electoral Reforms: Periodic review and
revision of election expenditure laws are

necessary to address emerging challenges,
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especially in digital and social media
campaigning.

6. Promoting Ethical Political Practices:
Political parties and candidates should be
encouraged to adopt ethical standards and
self-regulatory mechanisms in campaign

financing.

Conclusion:

Election expenditure plays a crucial role
in shaping democratic processes and electoral
outcomes. While financial resources are
necessary for effective political communication
and voter engagement, excessive and unregulated
spending poses serious challenges to democratic
fairness and political equality. The growing
influence of money power often advantages well-
funded political parties and candidates, thereby
weakening the principle of equal competition.

The study highlights that existing
regulatory mechanisms, though well-intentioned,
face significant limitations in implementation and
enforcement. Loopholes in expenditure reporting,
indirect campaign spending and inadequate
monitoring reduce the effectiveness of election
finance regulations. As a result, transparency and
accountability in the electoral process remain
compromised.

To strengthen democratic governance, it
is essential to ensure stricter enforcement of
election expenditure laws, enhance disclosure
mechanisms, and promote ethical political

financing. Effective regulation of election

expenditure not only protects electoral integrity
but also restores public trust in democratic
institutions. Ultimately, a transparent and fair
electoral system is fundamental to sustaining
democracy and encouraging meaningful political

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Abstract:

The concept of “One Nation One Election” (ONOE) proposes the synchronization of elections for
the Lok Sabha and all State Legislative Assemblies in India, aiming to conduct them simultaneously within
a fixed electoral cycle. The proposal has gained policy and academic attention as a potential reform to
address recurring electoral expenditures, governance disruptions, and administrative burdens associated
with frequent elections. This paper examines the institutional possibilities, administrative challenges, and
social implications of implementing ONOE in the Indian democratic framework. From a governance
perspective, synchronized elections could reduce public expenditure, minimize repeated enforcement of the
Model Code of Conduct, and allow governments to focus more consistently on policy implementation rather
than continuous campaigning. It may also improve voter turnout through consolidated mobilization and
streamlined electoral management.

However, the reform presents significant administrative and constitutional challenges. It would
require extensive amendments to the Constitution and election laws, restructuring of legislative tenures,
and the creation of legal mechanisms to address premature dissolution of assemblies or parliament.
Logistical concerns include the need for large-scale deployment of security forces, election personnel, and
voting infrastructure across the country at the same time. Federal considerations are equally critical, as
synchronized elections may alter the balance between national and regional political dynamics.

Socially and politically, ONOE could reshape voter behavior and campaign discourse by
nationalizing electoral narratives, potentially overshadowing regional issues and smaller parties. While it
may encourage political stability and policy continuity, critics argue it could weaken federalism and reduce
the representational diversity of India’s multi-level democracy. Therefore, ONOE represents a
transformative but complex electoral reform whose feasibility depends on broad political consensus,
constitutional safeguards, and careful institutional design

The idea of “One Nation, One Election” is
a relatively recent term in Indian political
discourse. It refers to the proposal of conducting
simultaneous elections to the House of the People
and all State Assemblies across the country.
However, the concept of simultaneous elections is
not new to India. In the early years of
independence, elections to the Lok Sabha and
State Assemblies were held together. The first
general elections of 1951-52 were conducted

simultaneously for both the national and state
levels and this practice continued in the
subsequent elections of 1957, 1962 and 1967.
This practice of simultaneous elections was
disrupted due to premature dissolution of several
State Legislative Assemblies during 1968, 1969
and the dissolution of the Lok Sabha in 1970
before the completion of its five-year term
(Bairagi 2022). As a result, fresh general elections
were held in 1971, which broke the synchronized
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electoral cycle. Since then, India has witnessed
frequent and staggered elections at different
times, leading to the present debate on restoring
simultaneous elections as practiced before 1967.

The problem of frequent elections is not
unique to India; it is common in many federal
countries where governments operate at both
national and provincial levels. In such systems,
elections are often conducted separately, leading
to repeated electoral exercises. India, being the
world’s largest and one of the most successful
democracies, conducts regular elections at
multiple levels—national, state and local. These
frequent elections impose significant financial
costs, administrative pressure, and logistical
challenges. They also cause inconvenience to
citizens, political parties and government
institutions, as governance and development
activities often slow down during election
periods(Chetia 2020). This situation has led to a
growing debate on the adoption of simultaneous
elections, popularly known as “One Nation, One
Election.” Although there is no single universally
accepted definition of simultaneous elections,
scholars and experts have attempted to explain the
concept. Sugato Dasgupta defines simultaneous
general elections as elections conducted at the
same time for multiple levels of governance
(Chetia 2020). In simple terms, it refers to
holding elections together to elect representatives
at the national and regional levels in a single
electoral cycle. Thus, simultaneous elections
involve conducting multiple elections at once
instead of holding them separately at different
times.

The matter of simultaneous elections was
first formally raised by the Election Commission
of India in 1983 (ECI 1983). The Commission
argued in favour of conducting simultaneous
elections for the center and the states,
highlighting the challenges associated with
frequent elections. In its report, the Commission
observed that during elections, the entire

administrative machinery of the country becomes
heavily engaged in election-related duties (Georg
2023). As a result, routine governance and
developmental activities slow down, causing
inconvenience to the public and affecting the
normal functioning of government. The idea
gained political attention during the NDA
government in 2003 (Huma 2015), when the
proposal for simultaneous elections was seriously
discussed. Later, the concept received strong
support from the government led by Narendra
Modi after 2014, making it a significant topic of
national debate (Kanodia 2024).

The proposal of “One Nation, One
Election” has generated both support and
criticism. Supporters argue that simultaneous
elections would ensure policy continuity, reduce
financial expenditure, minimize administrative
burden and allow better utilization of security
personnel who are frequently deployed during
elections. On the other hand, critics contend that
simultaneous elections may undermine federalism
and could be inconsistent with the basic structure
of the Indian Constitution (Goyal 2024).
Therefore, the debate over simultaneous elections
in India reflects a broader discussion on balancing
efficient governance with constitutional and

federal principles.

The High-Level Committee on Simultaneous
Elections and Views of Political Parties:
The High-Level

Simultaneous Elections, headed by former

Committee on

President Ram Nath Kovind, was constituted by
the Government of India on 2 September 2023
(High Level Committee 2024). The main
objective of the committee was to examine the
feasibility and practicality of conducting
simultaneous elections for the Lok Sabha and all
State Legislative Assemblies. The committee
undertook a comprehensive exercise by inviting
suggestions from the public, consulting
constitutional experts and seeking the views of
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political parties. Its report provides a detailed
analysis of the possible advantages, challenges,
and institutional requirements for implementing
simultaneous elections in India. It also discusses
the need for constitutional and legal amendments
and evaluates the potential impact of such a
reform on governance, administrative efficiency,
financial resources and public opinion (Kumar
2025).

Views of Different Political Parties:

The proposal of simultaneous elections
has received mixed responses from various
political parties in India. While preparing its
report, the High-Level Committee sought the
opinions of 62 political parties regarding the idea
of conducting simultaneous elections. Out of
these, 32 parties expressed support for the
proposal, 15 parties strongly opposed it and the
remaining 15 parties did not submit their
views(PIB 2024). A significant number of parties
that supported the idea were either allies of the
Bharatiya Janata Party or maintained a
cooperative political stance towards it. These
parties largely justified their support on the
grounds of cost-effectiveness, administrative
convenience, policy stability and improved
governance. They argued that simultaneous
elections would reduce the repeated use of
government machinery, security forces, and
public funds that are otherwise required for
frequent elections (Sinha 2022). For example, the
Bharatiya Janata Party strongly favoured the
proposal, highlighting its potential to ensure
continuity in governance and reduce election
expenditure. Similarly, parties such as the Biju
Janata Dal, Janata Dal (United), and Shiromani
Akali Dal supported the idea, emphasizing
administrative efficiency and better policy
implementation. On the other hand, several
opposition and regional parties expressed serious
concerns regarding the proposal. The Indian
National simultaneous

Congress  opposed

elections, describing the idea as impractical and
politically motivated. It argued that the proposal
may divert attention from more pressing national
issues and weaken democratic accountability. The
All India Trinamool Congress also opposed the
proposal, stating that it could undermine the
federal structure and the basic structure of the
Constitution (Deccan Herald 2024). Likewise,
the Samajwadi Party argued that simultaneous
elections may create an uneven political playing
field, making it difficult for state and regional
parties to compete effectively against national
parties. The Communist Party of India (Marxist)
criticized the idea as anti-democratic and warned
that it could weaken the parliamentary system by
centralizing electoral processes. Other parties
such as the Aam Aadmi Party, Bahujan Samaj
Party, Dravida Munnetra Kazhagam, and the
Communist Party of India also opposed the
proposal on constitutional and federal grounds
(Deccan Herald 2024).

Overall, the responses of political parties
reveal a clear division of opinion on the issue of
“One Nation, One Election.” While supporters
focus on economic savings, governance stability
and  administrative  efficiency,  opponents
emphasize the possible threats to federalism,
regional representation, and the autonomy of state
governments. One of the major concerns raised
by many political parties is that simultaneous
elections may weaken regional parties and reduce
the importance of state-specific issues in the
electoral process. Therefore, before implementing
such a major electoral reform, it is necessary to
carefully examine its constitutional implications,
political feasibility, and impact on India’s federal

democratic structure.

Public Response:
The High-Level Committee on
Simultaneous Elections received an

overwhelming public response from across the
country. According to the committee’s report,
more than 21,500 responses were submitted, out
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of which nearly 80 percent were in favour of
holding simultaneous elections. A large section of
the public expressed concern about the frequent
conduct of elections in India and its negative
effects on governance and daily life. Many
respondents pointed out that repeated elections
lead to voter fatigue, continuous political
campaigning and disruptions in administrative
work and development programmes. They
believed that simultaneous elections could help
reduce these problems by creating a stable
electoral cycle. The responses were received from
diverse regions of India, including remote and
geographically  distant  areas  such  as
Lakshadweep, Andaman and Nicobar Islands,
Nagaland, Dadra and Nagar Haveli, and other
states and Union Territories. The highest number
of responses came from states like Tamil Nadu,
Maharashtra, Karnataka, Kerala, West Bengal,
Gujarat, and Uttar Pradesh. This wide
geographical participation indicates that the issue
of simultaneous elections has attracted national-
level public interest and debate. Overall, public
opinion reflected a growing desire for electoral
reforms that can reduce the frequency of elections
and ensure smoother governance (High Level
Committee Report 2024).

Expert Consultations:

The committee also conducted extensive
consultations with constitutional experts, former
Chief Justices of India, former Election
Commissioners and legal scholars to examine the
feasibility of simultaneous elections from a
constitutional and administrative perspective. A
majority of the experts consulted were broadly
supportive of the idea, although they also
highlighted the need for careful planning and
constitutional  safeguards. Many  experts
emphasized that frequent elections result in a
significant waste of administrative resources,
manpower, and public funds. They also noted that
the repeated imposition of the Model Code of
Conduct during elections slows down policy

implementation and governance (Goyal 2024).
According to several legal and electoral experts,
simultaneous elections could reduce socio-
economic disruptions and allow governments to
focus more on long-term policy planning and
development rather than continuous election
management. However, some experts also
stressed the need for constitutional amendments
and institutional coordination before
implementing such a system in a large and
diverse federal democracy like India.

Economic Impact:

From an economic perspective, several
leading business and industry organizations
supported the proposal for simultaneous elections.
Prominent bodies such as the Confederation of
Indian Industry (CII), the Federation of Indian
Chambers of Commerce & Industry (FICCI), and
the ASSOCHAM (Associated Chambers of
Commerce and Industry of India) expressed their
approval of the reform.These organizations
argued that frequent election cycles create
uncertainty in the economic environment and
often delay policy decisions, investments, and
infrastructure projects. They highlighted that
simultaneous elections could promote economic
stability by minimizing policy disruptions and
reducing the recurring expenditure associated
with conducting multiple elections. In addition,
fewer election cycles would allow the
government to maintain policy continuity,
improve investor confidence and ensure
uninterrupted implementation of development
programmes (Sandeep 2022). Thus, from an
economic and administrative viewpoint, many
stakeholders see simultaneous elections as a
reform that could enhance efficiency, reduce
costs, and support long-term economic growth.
Views of Different Committees and
Commissions:

The issue of simultaneous elections has
been widely discussed in Parliament as well as by
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several committees and expert bodies in India.
Both the Lok Sabha and the Rajya Sabha have
deliberated on the feasibility and implications of
conducting elections to the Lok Sabha and State
Legislative Assemblies simultaneously (Sinha
2019). Over the years, various institutional
reports have examined the constitutional, legal,
administrative, and political aspects of this
proposed electoral reform.

One of the major institutional
examinations was undertaken by the Department-
Related Parliamentary Standing Committee on
Personnel, Public Grievances, Law and Justice. In
its 79th Report (2015) titled “Feasibility of
Holding Simultaneous Elections to the Lok Sabha
and State Legislative Assemblies,” the Committee
analysed the practical challenges and benefits
associated with simultaneous elections (Rao
2016). While preparing the report, the Committee
sought the opinions of different political parties
and stakeholders. The responses revealed a
divided opinion: some political parties supported
the idea for reasons of governance efficiency and
cost reduction, while others rejected it on the
ground that it may not suit India’s complex
federal and political structure.

After examining all relevant factors, the
Standing Committee concluded that complete
synchronization of Lok Sabha and State
Assembly elections was not feasible in the
immediate future due to legal, constitutional and
logistical constraints. However, the Committee
suggested an alternative approach. It proposed
that elections could be conducted in two phases:
in the first phase, elections for some State
Assemblies could be held along with Lok Sabha
elections, and in the second phase, elections for
the remaining states could be conducted during
the mid-term of the Lok Sabha. Thus, the
Committee showed a cautious but positive
inclination towards the idea while acknowledging
the structural challenges involved.

Further intellectual and policy analysis
was provided by NITI Aayog through a working
paper titled “Analysis of Simultaneous Elections:
The What, Why and How” (2017), prepared by
Bibek Debroy and Kishore Desai. The paper
discussed the historical background of one time
elections in India, the arguments in favour and
against the proposal, and possible mechanisms for
implementation. Similar to the Parliamentary
Standing Committee, the NITI Aayog paper
supported a phased model rather than complete
and immediate synchronization of elections. It
also highlighted the cost-effectiveness and
administrative efficiency that could result from
reducing the frequency of elections (Debroy,
Bibek and Desai. 2017).

The Law Commission of India also
examined the issue in its Draft Report (2018) on
“Simultaneous Elections.” The Commission
analysed several important aspects such as
financial implications, logistical challenges,
constitutional provisions, international
experiences, and the institutional requirements for
implementation. It broadly supported the idea of
simultaneous elections but recommended a
phased approach for practical implementation
(Law Commission of India 2018.). The
Commission emphasized that certain
constitutional amendments would be necessary to
operationalize the model and suggested that such
amendments may require ratification by at least
half of the states, in accordance with
constitutional procedures. Additionally, the
Commission proposed the introduction of a
“constructive vote of no-confidence” to ensure
governmental stability and to prevent frequent
dissolution of legislatures(High level committee
2024).

In recent years, the debate gained renewed
momentum with the constitution of a High-Level
Committee under the chairmanship of former
President Ram Nath Kovind. The Committee
extensively studied the feasibility of simultaneous
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elections and recommended their implementation
in a phased manner. It proposed that elections to
the Lok Sabha and State Assemblies should first
be synchronized and subsequently, elections to
rural and urban local bodies should also be
aligned with this electoral cycle. According to the
Committee, the disruption of simultaneous
elections after 1967 had adverse consequences for
governance, political stability, and economic
efficiency. The Union Cabinet, on 18 September
2024, accepted the recommendations of the High-
Level Committee in principle, which further
intensified the national debate on the issue among
political parties, scholars and the general public.
The Committee suggested key constitutional
amendments, including the insertion of Articles
82A and 324A, to facilitate simultaneous
elections for all three levels.

The Committee recommended a two-phase
implementation strategy:

o Phase I: Synchronization of elections to
the Lok Sabha and all State Legislative
Assemblies.

e Phase II: Synchronization of elections to
Municipalities and Panchayats within 100
days of the Lok Sabha and State
Assembly elections.

Another important recommendation was
the creation of a Single Electoral Roll and a
Single EPIC (Elector Photo Identity Card) for all
three tiers of government—Union, State, and
Local bodies. The Committee observed that
separate electoral roll preparation by State
Election Commissions often leads to duplication,
inconsistencies, and administrative inefficiencies.
A unified electoral roll system, according to the
Committee, would reduce errors, protect voter
rights, and improve the overall efficiency and
transparency of the electoral process.

Overall, the views of different committees
and commissions indicate a gradual but cautious
support for simultaneous elections. While most
bodies recognize the potential benefits in terms of

cost savings, governance stability, and
administrative efficiency, they also stress the need
for constitutional amendments, federal consensus,
and phased implementation to ensure that the
reform aligns with India’s democratic and federal

structure.

Simultaneous FElections: A Comparative
Analysis:

Simultaneous elections, in one form or
another, are practiced in several countries across
the world. Studying these international models
helps in assessing the feasibility, advantages, and
limitations of implementing the “One Nation, One
Election” system in India. However, it is
important to note that each country’s electoral
system is shaped by its constitutional structure,
political system, and scale of governance, which
may  differ  significantly from  India’s
parliamentary and federal framework.

(i) South Africa:

South Africa conducts national and
provincial elections simultaneously in every five
years. The country follows a system of
proportional representation based on party lists.
Before the elections, political parties submit a list
of candidates in a fixed order of preference. Seats
in Parliament and Provincial Assemblies are then
allocated in proportion to the percentage of votes
secured by each party. For example, if a party
receives 10 percent of the total votes, it is
allocated approximately 10 percent of the seats in
the legislature.

The election process is administered by
the Independent Electoral Commission, which
determines the allocation of seats from party lists.
Municipal council elections are also conducted
every five years, but they are not always held
along with national and provincial elections. At
the local level, a mixed-member system is
followed, where some councillors are elected
directly from wards and others are selected from
party lists.
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(ii) Sweden:

Sweden is a parliamentary democracy
with no direct presidential elections. The country
follows a proportional representation electoral
system, in which political parties receive seats in
the legislature based on their share of the total
votes. In Sweden, elections to the national
Parliament (Riksdag), County Councils, and
Municipal Councils are conducted
simultaneously. These elections are held every
four years, generally on the second Sunday of
September (Chaudhary 2018). The Swedish
Election Authority allocates seats proportionally
according to the votes received by each party. The
simultaneous conduct of elections at multiple
levels ensures administrative efficiency and
political stability, while also reducing the
frequency of electoral cycles.

(iii) Belgium:

Belgium provides a complex example of
multi-level simultaneous elections within a
federal framework. Voters participate in several
types of elections, including European
Parliament, federal parliamentary, regional,
provincial and municipal elections. Federal
parliamentary elections are usually held every
five years and often coincide with European and
regional elections.Belgium also incorporates the
concept of political stability through institutional
mechanisms similar to a constructive vote of no-
confidence, which ensures that a government can
be removed only when an alternative leadership is
ready. This mechanism helps maintain continuity
in governance and supports synchronized
electoral cycles in a federal setting (Batchik
2024).

(iv) Indonesia:

Indonesia offers an important comparative
case for India in terms of large electorate and
democratic structure. The Constitutional Court of
Indonesia, through its 2013 judgment, directed
that presidential and legislative elections be held
concurrently starting from 2019. Since then,

Indonesia has conducted simultaneous elections at
multiple levels of government.

On 14 February 2024, Indonesia
conducted one of the world’s largest single-day
elections, in which voters elected the President,
Vice President, national parliament members,
provincial legislators, and regional representatives
simultaneously. Each voter used multiple ballot
papers to vote for different levels of government.
Although Indonesia’s electorate is smaller than
India’s, it is still considered a significant example
of large-scale synchronized elections.

(v) Germany:

Germany does not follow  full
simultaneous elections across all levels, but it
offers an important institutional feature relevant
to the debate on electoral synchronization. The
German system includes the principle of a
constructive vote of no-confidence, under which a
government can be removed only if a successor is
simultaneously elected. This provision, enshrined
in the Basic Law of Germany (Article 67),
ensures political stability and prevents frequent
dissolution of the legislature (Pilet 2024).Such a
mechanism is often discussed in the Indian
context as a possible safeguard if simultaneous
elections are implemented, as it can help maintain
fixed legislative terms and reduce the chances of
mid-term elections.

(vi) Philippines:

The Philippines follows a presidential
system of government and has adopted
synchronized elections through legislation
enacted in 1992. Since 1995, national and local
elections have largely been held simultaneously.
Presidential and vice-presidential elections are
conducted every six years, while elections for the
House of Representatives, senators (in staggered
terms), and local government officials are held
every three years. The synchronization of national
and local elections has helped reduce election-
related costs and administrative burdens.

However, the system functions within a
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presidential framework, which differs

significantly from India’s parliamentary system.

Comparative Observations:

From the above analysis, it is evident that
simultaneous elections exist in different forms
across many countries such as South Africa,
Sweden, Belgium, Indonesia, Germany (partially)
and the Philippines. Several Latin American
countries, including Brazil, Bolivia, Colombia,
Costa Rica, and Honduras, also conduct
synchronized elections, particularly in
presidential systems where executive and
legislative elections are held together. A key
observation is that many of these countries follow
proportional representation electoral systems,
whereas India follows the first-past-the-post
system. Moreover, the geographical size,
population, and federal diversity of India make
the conduct of simultaneous elections far more
complex than in most other nations. Among the
countries discussed, South Africa comes closest
to India in terms of federal structure and electoral
scale, yet its political system differs because the
executive is indirectly elected through the
legislature.  Therefore, while international
experiences show that simultaneous elections are
administratively ~ feasible, their  successful
implementation depends heavily on constitutional
design, political consensus, electoral system, and
institutional safeguards. In the Indian context,
these comparative models provide useful lessons
but cannot be directly replicated without
significant constitutional, legal, and
administrative adaptations suited to India’s

parliamentary and federal structure.

Simultaneous Elections — Indian Scenario:
India, the world’s largest democracy, with
more than 968 million eligible voters conducts
elections regularly for multiple levels of
government, including the Lok Sabha, Vidhan
Sabhas and Panchayats and Municipalities. The

foundation of India’s electoral system lies in its
Constitution, which establishes a federal structure
and clearly divides powers between the Union
and the States (Chakravarty 2016). Over the
years, several committees and expert bodies have
examined electoral reforms in India. Proposals
such as public funding of elections, the right to
recall legislators, and a shift from the first-past-
the-post system to proportional representation
have been debated. Among these reforms, the
proposal of “One Nation, One Election” has
attracted the most attention and public debate.
The idea seeks to synchronize the election cycles
of the Lok Sabha and State Assemblies in order
to reduce the frequency and cost of elections and
to promote stable governance.

On 18 September 2024, the Union
Cabinet, chaired by Prime Minister Narendra
Modi, accepted the recommendations of the High-
Level Committee on Simultaneous Elections
under the chairmanship of former President Ram
Nath Kovind. The Committee proposed
implementing simultaneous elections in two
phases.

e Phase I: Elections to the Lok Sabha and
all State Legislative Assemblies would be
conducted simultaneously.

o Phase II: Elections to local bodies of
Panchayats and Municipalities would be
conducted within 100 days of the general
elections.

To implement this system, the
government has proposed the preparation of a
common electoral roll for all elections. It has also
announced that detailed consultations will be held
across the country and that an implementation
group will be constituted to oversee the process.
The government plans to introduce three Bills in
Parliament, two of which involve constitutional
amendments to enable the phased implementation
of simultaneous elections at the Union, State, and
local levels. In simple terms, simultaneous

elections would mean that voters cast their votes
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on the same day—or within a closely
synchronized time frame—to elect representatives
for the Lok Sabha and State Assemblies and later
for local bodies. However, in practice, the
immediate focus is mainly on synchronizing Lok
Sabha and State Assembly elections.

Electoral Expenditure and Governance
Concerns:

One of the main arguments in favour of
simultaneous elections relates to the high cost of
conducting frequent elections. Large-scale
deployment of security personnel, administrative
staff and polling infrastructure requires
substantial financial resources. Additionally, the
repeated imposition of the Model Code of
Conduct during election periods often delays
policy decisions, development projects and
welfare schemes. Frequent elections are also said
to intensify political mobilization based on caste,
religion, and regional identities, which may affect
social harmony. Supporters of the “One Nation,
One Election” proposal argue that reducing the
number of election cycles could help minimize
these disruptions and allow governments to focus
on governance and long-term development (Desai
2000).

Challenges in the Indian Context:
Despite  the

implementing simultaneous elections in India

potential  advantages,
presents significant challenges. The third tier of
governance alone includes around 2.63 lakh
Panchayats as of April 2024. Elections to these
local bodies are a State subject and are conducted
by respective State Election Commissions, as
provided under the Constitution. Therefore,
aligning the electoral schedules of all three tiers—
Union, State, and Local—would require extensive
coordination and constitutional adjustments. In
reality, what the current proposal mainly aims at
is synchronizing elections to the Lok Sabha and
State Assemblies. This would mean that voters

would elect central and state representatives in the
same year, even if not strictly on the same day.

Present Electoral Cycle:

The General Elections of 2024 were
conducted by the Election Commission of India
between April and June 2024 to constitute the
18th Lok Sabha. Alongside the Lok Sabha
elections, Assembly elections were held in only
three states—Andhra Pradesh, Sikkim, and
Odisha. However, most other states continued to
follow their own five-year electoral cycles. For
example, Karnataka, Madhya Pradesh, Rajasthan
and Telangana held Assembly elections in 2023.
Haryana voted in October 2024, while the Union
Territory of Jammu and Kashmir conducted its
first Assembly elections in ten years during
September—October 2024. States like Jharkhand
and Maharashtra are scheduled to hold elections
later. As a result, elections of some form—
whether State Assembly elections, Panchayati Raj
elections, Municipal elections or by-elections—
are held almost every six months in some part of
the country. This continuous electoral cycle
increases administrative  pressure, financial
expenditure and political mobilization.

Need for Reform:

Regular elections, though essential for
democratic accountability, can slow down
governance and development activities due to
repeated enforcement of the Model Code of
Conduct and diversion of administrative
machinery (Kapoor 2019). Therefore, many
stakeholders—including policymakers, experts,
and sections of civil society—have emphasized
the need to explore mechanisms to reduce the
frequency of elections without compromising
democratic principles.

Simultaneous  elections are  being
examined as one possible solution to address
these recurring challenges. However, their

implementation would require broad political
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consensus, constitutional amendments,
institutional safeguards, and careful planning to
ensure that India’s federal structure and

democratic values remain protected.

Justification for Simultaneous Elections:

The justification for simultaneous
elections in India is largely based on the findings
and recommendations of the High-Level
Committee on Simultaneous Elections headed by
former President Ram Nath Kovind. The
Committee highlighted several governance,
administrative and economic benefits that could
arise from synchronizing the election cycles of
both the center and states.

1. Promotes Consistency in Governance:

One of the major arguments in favour of
simultaneous elections is that frequent elections
across different states keep political parties,
leaders, and governments in a constant election
mode. As a result, significant time and energy are
spent on campaigning, electoral strategies, and
political mobilization rather than governance. If
elections are conducted  simultaneously,
governments at both the central and state levels
can focus more consistently on policymaking,
development programmes, and welfare schemes
without continuous political distractions.

2. Prevents Policy Paralysis:

The enforcement of the Model Code of
Conduct during elections often delays decision-
making and slows down administrative and
developmental activities. Important welfare
schemes, infrastructure projects, and policy
initiatives may be postponed due to restrictions
imposed during election periods. Simultaneous
elections would reduce the frequency and
duration of MCC enforcement, thereby
minimizing  governance  disruptions  and
preventing policy paralysis. This would help
ensure continuity in administration and long-term
policy implementation.

3. Mitigates Diversion of Administrative
Resources:

Elections in India require the large-scale
deployment of government officials, teachers,
security personnel, and civil servants for polling
and related duties. Frequent elections lead to
repeated diversion of these human resources from
their primary responsibilities. = Conducting
elections simultaneously would reduce the need
for repeated deployment and enable public
officials and institutions to concentrate more
effectively on their regular administrative and
developmental functions.

4. Preserves the Relevance of Regional Parties:

Another justification presented by the
Committee is that simultaneous elections do not
necessarily weaken regional parties. Instead, they
may provide an opportunity for regional parties to
highlight local issues alongside national concerns.
A synchronized election framework can still
allow voters to distinguish between national and
state-level issues, thereby maintaining the
relevance and visibility of regional political
voices within India’s federal system.

5. Enhances Political Opportunities and
Internal Party Participation:

Simultaneous elections can create a more
structured  electoral calendar, which may
encourage better distribution of responsibilities
within political parties. Instead of a few leaders
dominating multiple election campaigns at
different times, parties would need a broader pool
of candidates and campaigners. This could
promote  internal  democracy, leadership
diversification, and greater participation of
grassroots political workers in the democratic
process.

6. Greater Focus on Good Governance:

The continuous cycle of elections often
shifts political attention from governance to
electoral gains. Political parties tend to prioritize
short-term populist measures and aggressive
campaigning to secure electoral victories. With
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synchronized elections, governments would have
longer uninterrupted periods to focus on
governance, policy execution, and addressing the
socio-economic needs of the people. This could
also reduce political conflicts and excessive
campaign rhetoric throughout the year.

7. Reduction in Financial Burden:

Conducting multiple elections at different
times involves substantial expenditure on
logistics,  security  arrangements,  polling
infrastructure, and administrative management.
Simultaneous elections could significantly reduce
these recurring costs by combining resources and
infrastructure for a single electoral cycle. Lower
election expenditure would lead to more efficient
fiscal management and allow public funds to be
redirected towards developmental priorities,
thereby contributing to economic stability and
improved resource allocation.

8. Improved Economic and Administrative
Efficiency:

Frequent elections create uncertainty in
the policy environment, which may affect
investment decisions and economic planning. A
synchronized election system would provide a
more stable political and administrative
environment, reducing disruptions in governance
and economic activities. This stability can
enhance investor confidence, promote economic
growth, and ensure smoother functioning of
administrative machinery.

Overall, the justification for simultaneous
elections rests on the objectives of ensuring stable
governance, reducing administrative and financial
burdens, minimizing policy disruptions, and
improving the overall efficiency of India’s
democratic and governance processes. However,
while these justifications highlight potential
advantages, their practical implementation would
still require constitutional safeguards, political
consensus, and careful institutional planning to
protect India’s federal and democratic framework.

Conclusion:

For the wvision of Viksit Bharat,
governance rooted in democratic principles is
essential. Democracy derives its legitimacy from
the trust and participation of the people, which is
periodically reaffirmed through free and fair
elections. Elections are not merely procedural
exercises; they are instruments through which the
popular will is expressed and governmental
accountability is ensured. However, considering
both the short-term and long-term implications of
the electoral process for India’s democratic
future, it becomes necessary to review the manner
in which elections are conducted and to examine
the system as a whole in a comprehensive and
holistic way.

Over time, certain structural challenges
have emerged within India’s electoral framework.
One of the most pressing concerns is the frequent
and unsynchronized cycle of elections across the
country. Elections are held almost every few
months in one state or another, along with
periodic local body elections and by-elections.
This continuous electoral cycle places heavy
demands on administrative machinery, diverts
security forces and public servants from their
primary duties, and leads to repeated enforcement
of the Model Code of Conduct. As highlighted by
the FElection Commission of India and later
examined by the High-Level Committee under
Ram Nath Kovind, such frequent elections can
slow down governance, disrupt developmental
programmes, and create policy uncertainty.

In response to these concerns, the Union
Cabinet under Prime Minister Narendra Modi
approved in principle the proposal to implement
synchronized elections under the “One Nation,
One FElection” framework. The plan envisions
conducting elections to the Lok Sabha and State
Legislative Assemblies simultaneously in the first
phase, followed by synchronization of local body
elections within a defined timeframe. The
proposal includes preparing a common electoral
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roll, introducing necessary  constitutional
amendments, and  ensuring  institutional
coordination.

The potential advantages of simultaneous
elections are significant. These include reduction
in election-related expenditure, better utilization
of administrative and security resources,
continuity in policy implementation,
minimization of governance disruptions, and
greater political stability. Business bodies such as
the Confederation of Indian Industry, Federation
of Indian Chambers of Commerce & Industry,
and ASSOCHAM have also expressed support,
emphasizing the economic benefits of reducing
policy uncertainty and repeated administrative
interruptions. Comparative experiences from
countries such as South Africa, Sweden,
Indonesia, Germany, and the Philippines
demonstrate that synchronized elections are
institutionally possible, though adapted to each
nation’s constitutional framework.

At the same time, serious concerns must
not be overlooked. Critics argue that simultaneous
elections may affect the federal balance, diminish
the space for regional parties, and require
extensive constitutional amendments. India’s vast
size, diversity, and three-tier federal structure
make the logistical and institutional challenges far
more complex than in many other democracies.
Therefore, any move toward synchronization
must be carefully designed to safeguard the
principles  of  federalism,  parliamentary
accountability, and democratic representation.

A Constitution is a living document. It
must remain dynamic and responsive to changing
social, political, and economic realities. Reforms
in the electoral system are not inherently
inconsistent with constitutional values; rather,
they may strengthen democratic efficiency if
implemented thoughtfully. However, reforms
must never compromise the core features of the
Constitution—democracy, federalism, separation
of powers, and free and fair elections. The

challenge lies in introducing innovation without
weakening the foundational structure of the
Republic.

The success of the “One Nation, One
Election” initiative ultimately depends on broad
political consensus, transparent dialogue, and
public trust. A consultative approach involving
political parties, state governments, constitutional
experts, civil society, and citizens is essential to
address legitimate concerns and build collective
ownership of the reform process. Electoral reform
of this scale cannot be imposed unilaterally; it
must evolve  through  deliberation and
cooperation.

In conclusion, simultaneous elections
present both opportunities and challenges. They
offer the promise of stable governance,
administrative efficiency, and fiscal prudence.
Yet, their implementation requires constitutional
sensitivity,  logistical ~ preparedness,  and
preservation of India’s federal democratic ethos.
If approached with caution, inclusivity, and
respect for constitutional values, the reform could
contribute to strengthening India’s democratic
system while advancing the broader goal of

building a developed and well-governed nation.
